Contrasting climates

Some countries have contrasting climate zones, which
means that the typical weather conditions can be very
different. Countries in the continents of North and South
America have contrasting climate zones.
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Canada has a polar climate in the north and a temperate
climate in the south. The United States of America has a
mainly tropical climate but the north is cooler. Most of
Ecuador has a tropical climate. Brazil has a tropical climate
overall, but there are some temperate regions further
from the equator.

The distance of a country from the equator affects
climate. Countries nearer the equator are hotter, and
countries further from the equator are colder. Physical
features, such as mountains and rainforests, also affect
the climate.

Significant features of the United Kingdom include
forests, mountains, rivers, lakes and islands, such as
the New Forest National Park in England, the Grampian
Mountains in Scotland, River Bann in Northern Ireland
and Anglesey, an island in Wales.
