Adverhs A word or phruse that modifies or qualifies an adjective, verb, or other adverb or a word, group, expressing a
relation of place, time, circumstance, manner, cause, degree

Alliteration When the sound or letter at the beginning of each or most of the words in @ phruse are the same.

Apostrophe A punctuation mark (') used to indicate either singular or plural possession (e.g. Harry ' s hook ; hoys ' coats ) or
the omission of letters (e.g. can't ; shouldn't)

Expanded noun phruse [An expanded noun phruse gives more detail or information about a noun in a simple noun phrase. This is usually
done by adding adjectives to describe the noun in the noun phruse, for example: She walked through the dark,

First person Writing events from his or her own point of view using the first person pronouns such as "I", "us’, "ow" and
HOUJS/?/L\JBS/".

Fronted adverbials A word, (or a phrase for adverbial phrases) that is used for the same reason as adverhs, to modify a specific verb
or clause.

[nverted commas Also known as quotation marks or speech marks are used at the start and end of speech to- show that someone is
speaking.

Onomatopoeia Words invoking sounds; appeals to sense of hearing,
enhances imagery, develops an image by, creating a sound

Personification Attributes human charucteristics or emotions (respectively); makes a strong comparison by giving human
qualities/ emotions to an inanimate thing, emphasizes themes, animals, or ohjects appear more vivid

Prepositional phruses A prepositional phruse includes the ohject that the preposition in o sentence is referring to and any other words,
that link it to the preposition. For example: "He hid bheneath the duvet.”

Simile & metaphor Comparison: makes writing more vivid, imaginative, thought provoking, and meaningful; develops theme;
stimulates ideas
heyond the page; metaphors are more compact and tighter in their comparative description than similes

Subordinating A conjunction that introduces a subordinating clause, e.g. although, because.
